Expectations & Grading Policy

Course Focus: The English IV curriculum focuses on British Literature; however, a substantial component of the grade is completing the Graduation Project portfolio, product and presentation. Students will integrate  language arts skills gained throughout their education. The emphasis in English IV is on critical analysis of texts through reading, writing, speaking, listening, and using media. In addition, the students will: express reflections and reactions, explain principles, interpret and qualify texts, research and address issues of public or personal concern, create products and presentations which maintain standard conventions of language. Students are expected to work as self-directed and reflective learners, both independently and in groups as leaders and collaborators.
